J E S U S     I S     J E H O V A H


Scripture states that “there shall be false teachers among you, who secretly will bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.” (11 Peter 2:1.)  To deny that Jesus is “Lord” (translated "Jehovah" in the Old Testament), is therefore a very serious error which results in damnation.  The following scripture references make it very clear that Jesus is Jehovah God. 


First of all, the Name “Jehovah” (Yahweh in Hebrew) is the title God gives Himself:


“And God said unto Moses, ‘I AM THAT I AM’; and He said, ‘Thus shalt you say unto the children of Israel, I AM hath sent me unto you.’”  Exodus 3:14. 

“I AM THAT I AM” is translated as Yahweh in Hebrew, or “Jehovah” in English. Throughout the Old Testament, “Jehovah” is translated “LORD” in English versions of the Bible.  It is the Title of the one true God.  The fact that Jesus is this one true God cannot be denied. John 1:1-3: 


“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God. All things were made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made ....(v.14) And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the Only Begotten of the Father) full of grace and truth.” 

This reference of Jesus states He is the Word.  Rev. 19:13-16 calls Jesus the “Word of God,” as well as “KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.” In John 1:1 it states that Jesus was with God (the Father) and that Jesus the Word was God. The term used for “God” for both the Father and the Son is "Theos" (Strongs concordance # 2316.) However, the second “God” (referring to Jesus) has a slight difference. ln the Greek, the writer wanted to stress emphatically that Jesus the Word was God.  So, the correct English rendering would be “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was absolutely God (the Supreme Diety.)” 


 Renown Greek scholar W.E. Vine states in Vines Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words, Vol. 2, p.160: “...the absence of the article serves to lay stress upon, or give precision to, the character or nature of what is expressed in the noun. A notable instance of this is in John 1:1, “and the Word was God;” here a double stress is on theos, by the absence of the article and by the emphatic position. To translate it literally, ‘a god was the Word,’ is entirely misleading. Moreover, that ‘the Word’ is the subject of the sentence, exemplifies the rule that the subject is to be determined by its having the article when the predicate is anarthrous (without the article.)” 

The Holy Ghost in the writer John wanted to “double stress” that Jesus the Word is God.  John 1:2,3 states that Jesus was in the beginning with God and that all things were created by Him (Jesus.) 

Referring to Jehovah God, Isaiah 43:10 states:  “Ye are My witnesses, saith the Lord, and My servant whom I have chosen; that ye may know and believe Me and understand that I am He: before Me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after Me.” 


Therefore, Jesus (being God), is the Lord Jehovah. He is not a “little god” formed later, as some cults would falsely teach.  Is. 44:8: “Is there a God beside Me? yea, there is no God; I know not any.” Yet, Jesus the Word “was God.” He was also “with God” at creation.  There is one God, Who is expressed  or manifested as the  person of the Father, the person of the Son (the Word,) and the person of the Holy Ghost." (Matthew 28:19.)  In the beginning, God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit  were jointly involved in creation.  Genesis 1:1 states “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.”

The term “God” here (and in almost every other Old Testament reference) is “Elohiym.” (Strongs #430) .... plural for the Supreme God. Though there is only One True God, He is expressed in plural (three) Persons. Genesis 1:26 says: “And God [Elohiym] said, “Let Us make man in Our image, after Our likeness .... v.27 ... so God created man in His Own image, in the image of God created He him; male and female created He them.”   There are not 3 separate gods.  There is one God, Who is expressed in three distinct Persons, and yet are inseparable as being the one true God.  Therefore, God can refer to “Us” as creating man.


Speaking of Jesus (the Word) John 1:3,10 says: “All things were made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made ... He was in the world, and the world was made by  Him.”  Jesus is described as creating the worlds in Hebrews 1:1-3: “God ... has spoken unto us by His Son, ...by Whom also He made the worlds, Who being the brightness of His glory, and the express image of His person ...” Colossians 1:13-19 shows that Jesus is the Creator God: 

“...His Dear Son: in Whom we have redemption through His Blood, even the forgiveness of sins: 

Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: for by Him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, ...all things were created by Him and for Him: and He is before all things, and by Him all things consist ... that in all things He might have the preeminence...”

Colossians 2:8,9 states: “Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. For in Him dwells all the fulness of the Godhead Bodily.”

I Timothy 3:16 states: “And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh [in the Person of Jesus Christ], justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.”

Further verifying Jesus’ Diety as part of the Godhead is the Resurrection of Christ. Scripture states 

that God raised up Jesus from the dead (Acts 2:32.) Galatians 1:1 states- “God the Father, 

Who raised Him [Jesus] from the dead.”    Romans 6:4 states- “...as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father.” There is no doubt that the Father is Jehovah God, Who raised Jesus from the dead.  Romans 8:11 states that the Spirit raised Jesus from the dead. So, the Holy Spirit is Jehovah God, as well. Then, John 10:17,18 states: 


“Therefore doth My Father love Me, because I lay down My life, that I might take it again. No man takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of My Father.” John 2:19-22- “Jesus answered and said unto them, ‘Destroy this Temple, and in three days I WILL RAISE IT UP.’ Then said the Jews, ‘Forty and six years was this temple in building, and will You rear it up in three days?’ But He spake of the Temple of His Body .  When therefore He was risen from the dead, His disciples remembered that He had said this unto them; and they believed the scripture, and the word which Jesus had said.” 

Jesus is also “Jehovah God”, Who raised Himself from the dead. 

Jesus’ Diety cannot be denied in scripture.  Matthew 1:23 states:  “Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, ‘God with us.’”  Hebrews 1:6,8 states “when he brings in the first begotten into the world, he says, ‘And let all the angels of God worship him...But unto the Son he says, ‘Thy throne O God, is for ever and ever:  a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom.’”  Here, Jesus the Son is called “God” and angels are commanded to worship him.  Worship is reserved only for the one true God, as Christ Himself states:

“Thou shall worship the Lord thy God, and Him only shalt thou serve.”  (Matthew 4:10)  And yet, because Christ was “God manifest in the flesh” (I Tim. 3:16), He freely received worship from those to whom He had manifested miracles.  (See Matthew 2:2; 8:2; 9:18; 14:33; 15:25; 28:9,10,17; Luke 17:15-18; 24:52; John 9:38;  John 20:24-29; Revelation 1:17; and Rev. 5:11-13.)  However, worship was forbidden and refused by angels and apostles (see Acts 10:25,26; Acts 14:11-15; Rev. 19:10; and Rev. 22:9.)  Why did Jesus received the worship that is reserved for God only?  Because He was God manifested in the flesh.  The flesh part of Jesus was fully man...the seed of David.  But the spirit of Christ was fully God.  Therefore, the “word” coming in the flesh was the son of God.  He, as God, is to be worshipped as God.


Realizing that Jesus is Jehovah God makes understanding the Bible much easier.  John 1:18 states: “No man has seen God at any time; the Only Begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, He has declared Him.” But, throughout Old Testament scripture, Jehovah God (“the Lord”) was seen by man many times.  What scripture really means is that no man has seen God [the Father] at any time; but Jesus the Son has manifested (or declared) Him.  Here are many references in which Jehovah (God the Son) is manifested and seen by man: Isaiah 6:1,5: “In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the Lord (Jehovah) sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and His train filled the temple...Then said I, 'Woe is me! for I am undone .... for mine eyes have seen the King, the Lord of Hosts.” 

II Chronicles 18:18: “... I saw the Lord sitting upon His Throne ...”

Genesis 12:7: “And the Lord (Jehovah) appeared unto Abram, and said, “Unto your seed will I give this land: and there builded he an altar unto the Lord, Who appeared unto him.”

Genesis 26:24: “And the Lord (Jehovah) appeared unto him the same night, and said, ‘I am the God of Abraham thy father: fear not, for I am with thee, and will bless thee...’”

Genesis 32:30: “And Jacob called the name of the place Peniel: ‘for I have seen God face to face, and my life is preserved.’” Genesis 35:9: “And God appeared unto Jacob again...”

Exodus 24:9-12: “Then went up Moses, and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel: And they saw the God of Israel: and there was under His feet as it were a paved work of a sapphire stone, and as it were the body of heaven in his clearness. And upon the nobles of the children of Israel He laid not His hand: also they saw God, and did eat and drink. And the Lord said unto Moses, Come up to Me into the mount....”

Judges 13:22: “And Manoah said unto his wife, ‘We shall surely die, because we have seen God.’ But his wife said unto him, ‘If the Lord were pleased to kill us, He would not have received a burnt offering and a meat offering at our hands...’” 

2 Chron.1:7: “In that night did God appear unto Solomon and said unto him,  ‘Ask what I shall  give thee.’”

Genesis 17:1-3: “And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the Lord (Jehovah) appeared to Abram, and said unto him, 'I am the Almighty God; walk before Me, and be thou perfect. And I will make My covenant between Me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly. And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him...”

Job 42:5: “I have heard of Thee by the hearing of the ear; but now mine eye sees Thee ...” 

Acts 7:2: “...The God of glory appeared unto our father Abraham.”

In addition to these scriptures, see Genesis 26:2; 31:11,13; Exodus 33:11; 1 Kings 22:19; Ezekiel 1:1; 8:3; 1:26; Judges 6:14; 11 Chron. 7:12; Genesis 18:1; 28:13. It is obvious that Jehovah God appeared many times to man in the Old Testament. God the Father has been seen by man at no time; but God the Son "declared" (or manifested) Jehovah God to man.  Jesus is the Lord God Jehovah Who appeared to man in the Old Testament.  Jesus is express image of the Person of God (Hebrews 1:3.) 

Christ's preeminence as God is confirmed throughout the Bible.  John 1:1,14- “In the beginning was the Word ... the Word was God ... the Word was made flesh.” Psalm 138:2 states “For Thou has magnified Thy Word above all Thy Name.” The Word (Jesus) is exalted above all of the various names of God (El Shaddai, Elohiym, Jehovah),  because Jesus, (the Word) encompasses all the attributes expressed in the various names of God.    “For in Him [Jesus] dwells all the fulness of the Godhead Bodily.” (Col.2:9)  Jesus is not inferior to Jehovah (as some cults teach-- saying He was a created being.) Jesus is the I AM --Self existant -- Jehovah God.  He is everything God is in Bodily form.  In fact, so exalted is Jesus, that “neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.” (Acts 4:12)  You must confess Jesus' Name to be saved (born again.): “That if you shall confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus, and shall believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved ... For whosoever shall call upon the Name of the Lord [Jesus] shall be saved.” Romans 10:9,13 

Notice that one must confess Jesus is Lord to be saved. “Whosoever shall call upon the Name of the Lord [Jesus] shall be saved.”  Romans 10:13.  It is interesting that Romans 10 is quoting an Old Testament reference (Joel 2:32.)  The Old Testament reference is this: “And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the Name of the Lord shall be delivered (saved) ....”

The term “Lord” in Joel 2:32 is “Jehovah.”  Romans quotes this scripture, and states one must call on the Lord Jesus ... confess Him as Lord .... to be saved.  In other words, one must confess that Jesus is Jehovah (Lord) to be saved.  Jesus is Jehovah God.  


Jesus is also the Saviour.  Titus 1:3,4 states- “....the commandment of God our Saviour; To Titus, mine own son after the common faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ our Saviour.” Note: Jesus is “God our Saviour.” Compare this with Isaiah 43:11: 

“I, even I, am the Lord (Jehovah); and beside Me there is no Saviour.”

How can anyone deny that Jesus is Jehovah God, the Saviour? Titus 2:10 & 13 also call Jesus the great God and our Saviour. Compare this with Isaiah 45:21: “...have not I the Lord (Jehovah)? and there is no God else beside Me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside Me.”

Some might ask, “If Jesus is God, then why did He have to pray to His Father (Luke 22:42); why did He become weary (John 4:6); and how could He be tempted (Matt. 4:1)?”  The answer to this is that Jesus, (though He was Jehovah God, and was with God [the Father] and “was God”- John 1:1), had to come to earth as the Son of Man (Luke 6:5):  “God was manifest in the flesh ...” (I Timothy 3:16.)  God had to take on human flesh in order to pay for the sins of mankind.  Romans 5:12, 15-19 states: “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: ... For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one Man, Jesus Christ, has abounded unto many...Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; even so by the righteousness of One the free gift [of righteousness] came upon all men unto justification of life. For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of One shall many be made righteous.”

The debt for mankind's sin had to be paid by man.  God had to take on human flesh in the form of Jesus: “Behold, a virgin shall be with Child, and shall bring forth a Son, and they shall call His Name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, ‘God with us.’” (Matthew 1:23.) “God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto Himself...” (II Corinthians 5:19.)  So, although Jesus was God, He had to strip Himself temporarily of His glory and certain attributes of Divinity in order to be able to pay for man’s sin as a man.  However,  He was fully God before ever manifesting as the God-man in the flesh.   John 17:5 describes the pre-incarnate glory Jesus had with His Father before coming to earth, and that He  would again share that glory when He returned to the Father.  Note Philippians 2:5-11: “Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus: Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: but made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:  And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.  Wherefore God also has highly exalted Him, and given Him a Name which is above every name: that at the Name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.”

Because of this temporary humbling of Himself for 33 years on earth (“being found in fashion as a man”) He was temporarily emptied of certain Divine qualities and so was totally dependent upon His Father's power working through Him: “Truly, truly, I say unto you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees the Father do: for what things soever He doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.”  John 5:19 “...If you loved Me, you would rejoice, because I said I go unto the Father: for My Father is greater than I.” (John 14:28)  Though temporarily humbled in the form of man, Jesus still maintained that He was in essence one with the Father: 


“ ‘If you had known Me, you should have known My Father also: and from henceforth you know Him and have seen Him.’ Philip said unto Him, ‘Lord, show us the Father and it will satisfy us.’ Jesus said unto him, ‘Have I been so long time with you, and yet have you not known Me, Philip? He that has seen Me has seen the Father; and how do you say then, “show us the Father”? Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father in Me? The words that I speak to you I speak not of Myself; but the Father that dwells in Me, He does the works. Believe Me that I am in the Father, and the Father in Me: or else believe Me for the very works' sake.’” (John 14:7-11.) 

John 8:19 states: “You neither know Me, nor My Father: if you had known Me, you should have known My Father also.”

“Jesus cried and said, ‘He that believes on Me, believes not on Me, but on Him that sent Me. And He that sees Me sees Him that sent Me.’” (John 12:44,45) 

John 8:56-59: “‘Your father Abraham rejoiced to see My day: and he saw it and was glad.’ Then said the Jews unto Him, ‘You are not yet fifty years old, had have you seen Abraham?’ Jesus said unto them, ‘Truly, truly, I say unto you, before Abraham was, I AM.’ Then took they up stones to cast at Him: but Jesus hid Himself, and went out of the temple, going through the midst of them, and so passed by.”  The reason the Jews were so incensed at Jesus was because He called Himself the “I  AM”, (that is ‘Jehovah God.’)  To them this was blasphemy.  This was a direct quote from Exodus 3:14: “And God said unto Moses, ‘I AM THAT I AM’: and He said, ‘Thus shall you say unto the children of Israel, ‘I AM has sent me unto you.’” 

Jesus called Himself the I AM God: Jehovah.   John 5:18 tells why the Jews wanted to kill Jesus: “Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill Him, because He not only had broken the sabbath, but said also that God was His Father, making Himself equal with God.”

Jesus stated in John 10:30- “I and My Father are One.”  One cannot separate the unity of the Son with the Father...they are one.  There is “one Spirit” (Ephesians 4:4.)  The Spirit of God is the Spirit of Christ.  

While on earth in His humbled state as Man, Jesus said- “And now, 0 Father, glorify Thou 

Me with Thine Own Self with the glory which I had with Thee before the world was.” (John 17:5) Jesus shared the glory with the Father before He came to earth, and would again share that glory when He returned to the Father. Isaiah 42:8 states: “I am the Lord (Jehovah): that is My Name: and My glory will I not give to another...” Jesus has to be one with the Father in order to share in His glory.  He was “in the beginning with God, and He [the Word] was God.” (John 1:1)

There are many scriptual cross references proving that Jesus is the I AM (Jehovah) God: 

Numbers 21:5-7 describes the Hebrews tempting the Lord (Jehovah)--resulting in death by firey serpents. I Cor. 10:9 states: “Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted, and were destroyed of serpents.”

Philippians 2:9-11: “Therefore God also has highly exalted Him , and given Him a Name which is above every name: That at the Name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.” Compare that to Isaiah 45:21-23- “...Have not I the Lord (Jehovah)? And there is no God else beside Me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside Me. Look unto Me and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God, and there is none else. I have sworn by Myself, and word is gone out of My mouth in righteousness, and shall not return, That unto Me every knee shall bow and every tongue shall swear.”

In Psalm 45:6,7 God the Father calls God the Son “God” (Elohiym).  Hebrews 1:8 quotes this: 

“But unto the Son He saith, ‘Thy throne, 0 God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of Thy kingdom.’”

Revelation 1:7,8,11,17,18 calls Jesus the Alpha & Omega, The First and the Last: “Behold, He comes with clouds; and every eye shall see Him, and they also which pierced Him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of Him. Even so, Amen. ‘I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending’; saith the Lord, Which is and Which was, and Which is to come, the Almighty.” “Saying, ‘I am Alpha and Omega, the first and the last..’” “...Fear not; I am the first and the last: I am He that lives and was dead; and behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen ...” 
Isaiah 41:4 states: “I the Lord (Jehovah), the first and with the last; I am He.”

Isaiah 44:6 states: “Thus says the Lord the King of Israel, and his redeemer the Lord of Hosts; ‘I am the first, and I am the last; and beside Me there is no God.’”

Jesus is Jehovah God.  Isaiah 48:12,13 says: “Hearken unto  Me, 0 Jacob and Israel, My called; I am He; I am the first, I also am the last. Mine Hand also has laid the foundation of the earth, and My right hand has spanned the heavens...”

Revelation 21:6,7 and 22:12,13 state: “...I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely. He that overcomes shall inherit all things; and I will be his God and he shall by My son.” “And, behold, I come quickly; and My reward is with Me, to give every man according as his work shall be. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the First and the Last.” 

Jesus is the One Who is coming, Who is also the First and the Last. He is Jehovah God. 

One must blatantly deny the Word of God to declare that Jesus is not Jehovah God.  Only those with God’s Spirit of Truth can sincerely confess that Jesus is the Lord [Jehovah.]   I Corinthians 12:3 states-  “..and no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.”  There are false teachers who not only deny that Jesus is “Lord”, but also that Jesus is the Christ. “Who is a liar but he that denies that Jesus is the Christ?  He is anti-Christ, that denies the Father and the Son.” (I John 2:22.) 11 John 7,9-11 states: “For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an anti-christ. Whosoever transgresses and abides not in the doctrine of Christ, has not God.  He that abides in the doctrine of Christ, he has both the Father and the Son.  If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed: For he that bids him God speed is partaker of his evil deeds.” 

The Bible warns that there will be false teachers who deny Christ who will actually come to your house, trying to propagate anti-christ doctrine. You are to be wary and not allow them in your house.  You have to “try the spirits, whether they be of God.”  Test everything by the Word of God.  How can you tell if  someone denies that Jesus is the Christ?  The term “Christ” means the “Anointed One.”   Isaiah 61:1-3 describes Jesus' ministry of preaching and healing:  “The Spirit of the  Lord God is upon Me; because the Lord has anointed Me...” Luke 4:18-21 shows that this was  fulfilled in Jesus.  The “Christ” also means the Anointed King who is to reign on David's  throne.  Matthew 2:2,4,5,6 states:  “Where is He that is born King of the Jews? For we have seen  His star in the east, and are come to worship Him... he demanded of them where Christ should be born. And they said unto him, ‘In Bethlehem of Judaea: for thus it is written by the prophet, ‘And thou Bethlehem, in the land of Juda, are not the least among the princes of Juda: for out of thee shall come a Governor, that shall rule My people Israel.’” 

The Old Testament reference to the Christ Who will reign on David's throne is Isaiah 9:6,7:

 “For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; and the government shall be upon His shoulder: and His Name shall be, called Wonderful, Counsellor, The Mighty God, The Everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. Of the increase of His government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever.”

Notice that Jesus is “the Son Who is given”, but is also called “The Mighty God, The Everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.”   How can Jesus the Son be the Everlasting Father?  Because,  Jesus is Jehovah God.  Anyone who denies that Jesus is “The Mighty God” or “The  Everlasting Father” is an anti-christ.  Anyone who denies that Jesus came  in the flesh is also an anti-christ:

 “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: And every spirit that confesses not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of anti-christ, whereof you have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.”

Jesus came in the flesh, rose again in the flesh, ascended in the flesh, and will return in the flesh. (see John 1:14; John 2:20-22; Luke 24:39; 1 John 1:1.2; and Acts 1:2,3,9-11.)  Acts 1:11 states: “...this same Jesus which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as you have seen Him go into heaven.” Jesus left in a flesh and bone glorified Body. When He returns He will return the same way He left ... in a visable, flesh and bone glorified Body. Some deny this by saying that Jesus has returned already ... only “spiritually.” Then they are really saying that He left as a spirit, since He has to return the same way He left. This subtlety is denying His Bodily resurrection and ascension. One religion states that Jesus returned invisably and only spiritually in 1914 and set up His kingdom already. This denies Jesus' Bodily resurrection and ascension. He will return as this “same Jesus.”  He will return in His glorified, resurrected, physical Body--just as He left.  Jesus did not return in 1914 “spiritually”. That is heresy. That is the anti-christ spirit, denying that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. 

Some religions do not believe that it is possible to be born-again while on earth. This is because they deny that Jesus is Lord (Jehovah), and therefore they cannot be saved (born-again.)  One must confess that Jesus is Lord in order to be born-again (or “saved.”) (Romans 10:9,10,13.)   But, the fact that being born- again is available to believers on the earth is expressed by Peter when writing the Church of his day: “the elect are begotten (born) again by God unto a lively hope..” (I Peter 1:3) “Being [presently] born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the Word of God, which lives and abides for ever.”  The experience of being “born-again” was available to believers in Peter’s day, as it is to us.  It is a necessary experience in order to enter into the kingdom of God.  Jesus states emphatically how necessary being born- again is: “Truly, truly, I say unto you, except a man be born of water and of the Spirit he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.  Marvel not that I said unto you, ‘you must be born again.’”  (John 3:3,5,7)  And again, in order to be born-again, one must believe that Jesus is the “Christ” (as defined in Isaiah 9:6.)  If one denies that Jesus is the “Mighty God” or the “Everlasting Father,” they cannot be born again.  In order to be born-again, they must first repent from their sins (including  unbelief.)  Then they must be willing to confess with their mouth that Jesus is Lord (Jehovah).  They must also believe in their heart that God raised Jesus bodily from the dead.  This is how one becomes saved (or “born again”) according to Romans 10:9.10.  Once one becomes a born-again believer, special attesting signs will follow them: “These signs shall follow them that believe; In My Name [Jesus] shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; they shall take up serpents [accidently without getting harmed-Acts 28:3,4]; and if [accidently] they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.” (Mark 16: 17, 18) Religions that deny being born again and the power of God have only a “form of godliness, but they deny the power. From such turn away.” II Timothy 3:5. We are warned in scripture that there will be false religions and false teachers in the last days, and to turn away from them.  

II Peter 2:1,2 states- “But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who secretly shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them [by Jesus' Blood I Peter 1:18,19], and bring upon themselves swift destruction. And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of.”

The Bible states in II Peter 3:3-7, 10-12  that in the last days there will be some who scoff at the Truth of God's Word.  They deny this earth will be totally destroyed by the fire of God's judgment. They deny there is coming the judgment of hell for those who are not born-again and written in the Lamb's book of life. See Revelation 20:11-15. “...and I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God ... And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”  The false teachers create their own “Bible.” They take away from and add to the true scriptures, and therefore, “God shall take away his part out of the book of life...”(Revelation 22:18,19)    If your religion denies any of these things, it is a false religion.  It denies what God’s infallible, Holy Bible clearly teaches. The Word of God declares that Jesus is the Christ; that He is God; that He is Lord (Jehovah).

“Who is a liar but he that denies that Jesus is the Christ?  He is anti-Christ, that denies the Father and the Son.”  (I John 2:22)  In order to follow God, you must go through Jesus: “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No man comes to the Father but by Me.” (John 14:6)  You must “confess with your mouth the LORD (Jehovah) Jesus, and then you shall be saved (“born again”-Romans 10:13.)  Jesus is the I AM, Jehovah God. Jesus said: “Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man  hear My voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with Me." (Rev. 3:20.) 

Ask Jesus to come into your heart today, and you will know what it means to be ‘born again.” 

“He that believes on the Son of God has the witness in himself: he that believes not God has made Him a liar; because he believes not the record that God gave of His Son [Jesus].  And this is the record, that God has given to us eternal life, and this life is in His Son.  He that has the Son has life; and he that has not the Son of God has not life. These things have I written unto you that believe on the Name of the Son of God; that you may know that you have eternal life, and that you may believe on the Name of the Son of God.” (I John 5:10-13)    The Son of God is Jesus.  And  Jesus is Jehovah God.
